These three opportunities for mutual blessing redmiswe cannot be right with God
without being right with our neighbor. These greg$, built into worship, offer
Spirit-spaces where we are nudged to “be recontlgour brother or sis-

ter” (Matt. 5:24).

It can be downright difficult to share God’s peatevorship. Just as in families, as
brothers and sisters in Christian community we keaeh other well enough to in-
flict pain. The resulting anger and hurt can cahsewords of God’s peace to stick
in our throats.

Fortunately, as Christian community, all saints simhers, we know that when ex-
changing God’s peace is difficult, it is then thia exchange is most important. We
remember the exhortation of Jesus to reconciler&fember the command to love
one another. God’s Spirit troubles our consciepashing us past hurt and anger

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In today’s reading from Deuteronomy we are caltedhoose life by loving and obeying God.
Much of today’s gospel reading echoes portionhieffien Commandments. Jesus’ instruc-
tions to the crowd reveal a pattern of behaviort ttwmors both God and the neighbor, result-
ing in life and health for the whole community. Weao, are invited to embrace these com-
mandments, not out of fear of retribution, but heseaGod has promised that to do so means
