PRELUDE 

 

CORPORATE CONFESSION 

Are you prepared to make your confession?

PSALM  51:1-12 

 

Have mercy on me, O God, according to your steadfast love; according to your 
abundant mercy blot out my transgressions. Wash me thoroughly from my 
iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin. For I know my transgressions, and my sin 
is ever before me.  Against you, you alone, have I sinned, and done what is evil in 
your sight, so that you are justified in your sentence and  

blameless when you pass judgment. Indeed, I was born guilty, a sinner when my 
mother conceived me. You desire truth in the inward being;* therefore teach me 
wisdom in my secret heart. Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean; wash me, 
and I shall be whiter than snow. Let me hear joy and gladness; let the bones that 
you have crushed rejoice. Hide your face from my sins, and blot out all my 
iniquities. Create in me a clean heart, O God, and put a new and right* spirit 
within me. Do not cast me away from your presence, and do not take your holy 
spirit from me. Restore to me the joy of your salvation, and sustain in me a 
willing* spirit.  

 

Let us make confession to God: 

 

Almighty God, merciful Father, I, a troubled and penitent sinner, confess to 
you all my sins and iniquities with which I have offended you and for which 
I justly deserve your punishment. But I am sorry for them, and repent of 
them, and pray for your boundless mercy. For the sake of the suffering and 
death of your Son, Jesus Christ, be gracious and merciful to me, a poor 
sinful being; forgive my sins, give me your Holy Spirit for the amendment of 
my sinful life, and bring me to life everlasting. Amen. 
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Do you believe that the word of forgiveness I speak to you comes from God 
himself? 

 

Yes, I believe.   

 

Almighty God in his mercy has given his Son to die for us and, for his sake, 
forgives us all our sins. Through his Holy Spirit he cleanses us and gives us 
power to proclaim the mighty deeds of God who called us out of darkness into the 
splendor of his light. As a called and ordained minister of the Church of Christ, 
and by his authority, I therefore declare to you the entire forgiveness of all your 
sins, in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Let us pray: O God, from whom come all holy desires, all good counsels, and all 
just works. Give to us, your servants, that peace which the world cannot give, that 
our hearts may be set to obey your commandments; and also that we, being 
defended from the fear of our enemies, may live in peace and quietness; through 
the merits of Jesus Christ our Savior, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy 
Spirit, God forever.
